What is Diabetes & Why Does It Happen?

When you eat, some of the food is broken down into
sugar (also called glucose). Sugar travels in your
blood to all of your body cells. Insulin helps sugar
move from your blood into your cells. Insulin is a
hormone that is made by the beta cells in your
pancreas.

When you eat, another hormone made in the gut
helps the pancreas release the right amount of
insulin to move sugar from the blood into the cells.
This hormone is called GLP-1. It stimulates the
beta cells in the pancreas to release insulin when
the blood sugar is too high. It also helps to lower
the amount of sugar made in the liver.

There is a third hormone called glycogen that tells
the liver to release stored sugar if your blood sugar
gets too low or if you have not eaten for many
hours, such as overnight.

When you have diabetes, your pancreas makes little
or no insulin or your body prevents the insulin you
do make from working correctly.

As a result, sugar can't get into your cells. Instead,
sugar stays in your blood. That's why your blood
sugar gets too high (also called hyperglycemia).

There are 4 ways your doctor can tell if you have
diabetes:

Your A1C is 65% or higher.

Your fasting blood sugar is 126 mg/dl or higher.
Fasting blood sugar means no food for at least
eight hours prior to having your blood sugar
tested.

3. The results of your oral glucose tolerance test is

200 mg/dI or higher.

4. You have symptoms of high or low blood sugar
and a random blood test shows a blood sugar
level of 200 mg/d| or higher.

Symptoms of Diabetes:

- urinating frequently
being thirsty more often than usual
being hungry more often than usual
unusual weight loss
tired more than usual
irritability
blurring vision
problems with sex
wounds that will not heal
numb or tingling hands or feet

It is essential that you have your blood sugar tested
at least once a year. If you know you are diabetic,
you should be tested more frequently. If your blood
sugar runs high, request an A1C test be run. This
test shows a better picture of what your blood sugar

has been for the past three months.

Type | Diabetes - The body makes little or no
insulin. People who have type | diabetes must take
insulin every day. Type | diabetes usually occurs in
children and young adults, but it can also appear in
older adults.

Type |l Diabetes - The body prevents the insulin it
does make from working correctly. The body may
make some insulin, but not enough. This happens
in people who are older or in those who are
overweight. In fact eight out of 10 people with type
Il diabetes are overweight.

Diabetes is treatable—but you must be part of the

team.

1. Have annual checkups—ask for A1C test.

2. Have tests more frequently if you are diabetic.

3. Take your medication as prescribed.

4. Eat on time and within the parameter allocated
by your health care team. Nutrition is essential
and you must follow the guidelines given to you
by your healthcare team.

5. Activity is essential. Talk with your healthcare
team for kinds of activity and how much activity.
Activity can help lower your blood sugar.

KAIROS #6 at Bledsoe County Prison is now
history. Four members of Christ Lutheran, Mike and
Ann Sloan, Bill McComb and Marlen Sterud, were
part of the team of thirty-one who spent three
memorable days ministering to thirty residents.
There were several talks by both laymen and clergy,
a lot of singing and praying, eating delicious “real”
food prepared by KAIROS team women at our base
camp at Fall Creek Falls, eating many cookies, and
spending time together as small families. Two of
the residents gave their lives to Christ during the
weekend. 1500 dozen cookies were consumed as
every resident in the prison received at least one
dozen. There were only seventy-five dozen left to
be distributed among the staff including the Warden.

Our heartfelt thanks once again to all those who
baked cookies, bought meal tickets, and prayed for
us during the weekend. We couldn’'t have done it
without you. 180 of the 980 residents of Bledsoe
County prison have now felt the love of Christ
through this team and in the words of the Warden
and Chaplain, “KAIROS has truly made a significant
change in the conduct of the prison.” God bless you
for being there.

What is the meaning and use of liturgical colors?

In the Christian tradition, colors are used for vestments
and paraments, but a unified system of colors developed
only gradually and haphazardly until and through the
Middle Ages. Today, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in
America provides a system of colors for use by its
congregations; for the most part, the same system is also
used by Roman and Anglican churches, at least in the
United States; and by many churches around the world,
including the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Canada.

The colors serve to adorn the worship space, and to call
attention to the nature of the season or festival being
celebrated. A brief summary of their usage, according to
the church year, follows.

Advent

Blue is used for its references to hope. It originated in
Scandinavia, probably because purple dye was too
expensive for churches to use. The alternate color for
Advent is purple, the royal color of the coming King (nhote
that this is a different meaning than when it is used in
Lent; see below).

Christmas
White is used, as a reference to the purity of the newborn
Christ, and to our light and joy in him.

Epiphany of Our Lord
White (see Christmas).

Baptism of Our Lord
White (see Christmas).

Sundays after the Epiphany

Green is used for its symbolism of our growth in Christ.
Green, in a sense, is a "neutral color," used when more
festive or a more somber color is not appointed.

Transfiguration of Our Lord
White (see Christmas).

Ash Wednesday

Black is the preferred color, since it is the color of the
ashes to which we will all return. Purple is the alternate
color for this first day of Lent.

Lent
Purple is indicated, as the stark color of repentance and
solemnity.

Sunday of the Passion

Scarlet is the preferred color of this first day of Holy
Week, as it suggests the deep color of blood. (Scarlet is
to be distinguished from the brighter color of red, which is
appointed for the Day of Pentecost, martyrs’ days, and
certain church celebrations). If a parish does not have
scarlet vestments, purple may be used.

Days of Holy Week
Scarlet or purple may be used for Monday, Tuesday, and
Wednesday of Holy Week.

Maundy Thursday
For this fourth day of Holy Week, celebrated as the
institution of the Lord’s Supper, scarlet or white is used.

Good Friday
No vestments or paraments are used on this day, after
the stripping of the altar on Maundy Thursday night.

Vigil of Easter
White as the color of joy in the Resurrection is used on
this night.

Easter Day

On this one day of the church year, gold may be used.
White is the alternate, perhaps with gold running through
it. The gold color indicates that this day is the "queen of
feasts," unique in the entire church year.

Sundays of Easter
White (see Vigil of Easter).

Day of Pentecost

Red as the color of fire is used on this day when we
remember the tongues of fire descended on the crowd in
Jerusalem. In contrast to the color of scarlet, Pentecost’s
red is a bright color.

The Holy Trinity
White is appointed, the expression of joy in the mystery
of the Triune God.

Other Sundays after Pentecost
Green is used, to indicate our growth in faith as we follow
the teachings and ministry of Christ.

Christ the King
The final day of the church year uses white, a festive
color of light, joy, and the celebration of our Lord.

Lesser festivals and commemorations
are white, unless a martyr is celebrated, in which case
bright red is used.
