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“Do Not Be Afraid” 
 
"Fear not! Do not be afraid!" The angel spoke these 
words to Zachariah, to Mary, to Joseph, and finally to a 
group of shepherds on a hillside near Bethlehem. 
 
"Do not be afraid; for see--I am bringing you good news 
of great joy for all the people: to you is born this day in 
the city of David a Savior, who is the Messiah, the 
Lord” (Luke 2:10-11). 
 
Fear has a way of tying our stomachs up in knots,       
paralyzing our thinking, inducing panic. Fear, and its 
cousin worry, can capture our hearts when we see       
ourselves caught in a vortex of disasters beyond our   
control.  In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus talks about 
tiny, defenseless sparrows in the context of fear and 
worry:  "Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, 
what you will eat or what you will drink, or about your 
body, what you will wear. Is not life more than food, and 
the body more than clothing? Look at the birds of the air; 
they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns, and yet 
your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more 
value than they?” (Matthew 6:25-26). 
 
During this Christmas 2011, the entire world is caught in 
the grip of an economic down-spiral. Houses are being 
foreclosed on. People are losing jobs. Factories are     
closing. Food costs in some countries have risen 25%.  
Today economists announced that the Eurozone teeters 
on the edge of a “new” recession.  More and more you 
glimpse a kind of bleak fear in people's eyes. Will I lose 
my house? Will my children keep their jobs or find new 
ones? What will become of us? 
 
Though it's been quoted so often that it's become a    
cliché, Franklin D. Roosevelt spoke these words in his 
First Inaugural Address in 1933 to a nation at the depth of 
the Great Depression: 

"Let me assert my firm belief that the only thing 
we have to fear is fear itself -- nameless,        
unreasoning, unjustified terror which paralyzes 
needed efforts to convert retreat into advance.” 

 
Fear can grip us, choke all faith out of our hearts. Fear 
also drives economic depression. Fear causes           
companies to contract and people to stop buying. It 
causes runs on banks and panic on Wall Street. FDR 
reminded a nation that fear itself constitutes a large part 
of the problems we face.  It was as true in 1933 as it was 
on the first Christmas. 
 

For on that first Christmas, the world was in desperate 
times, too. A census is being conducted in order to raise 
already high taxes. Murderous, paranoid Herod the Great 
is king of the Jews. It is winter on Bethlehem's hillsides -- 
and cold. Inside a cave in the town sit a poverty-stricken 
carpenter and his young wife -- far from home, chilled to 
the bone. She is in labor. Her child will be born in a      
stable, of all places. She may have asked, “Why is it like 
this?”  And then she recalls an echo of the angel's words 
to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary….”   
 
On the windswept hillsides outside of town, shepherds 
are huddling, too. All of a sudden the sky lights up and an 
angel proclaims: "Do not be afraid; for see--I am bringing 
you good news of great joy for all the people: to you is 
born this day in the city of David a Savior, who is the 
Messiah, the Lord” (Luke 2:10-11).  Fear not. The      
shepherds' fear is turned to joy as they hear news that a 
Savior is born. The Messiah! In Bethlehem, the city of 
David himself!  And so they run down the hillsides into 
the town and hurry from stable to stable until they find the 
Child in the manger, just as they have been told. Tucked 
in that manger, wrapped in bands of cloth against the 
cold, is the Savior himself. 
 
A Savior comes to rescue people in danger, preserve 
those who are threatened by harm, and protect his      
people from the troubles that surround them. That's what 
saviors do. That's what Jesus came to do for us. 
 
Do not be afraid because God has sent a Savior to us -- 
Jesus Christ the Lord. He is the One who will: 

· Never leave us or forsake us. Hebrews 13:5�
· Supply all our needs according to his riches in 

glory. Philippians 4:19�
· Give us all the things we need as we seek God 

and God’s Kingdom. Matthew 6:33�
 
Our world doesn't know. They think that Christmas is 
about gifts under a tree and a spirit of good cheer, with 
Christmas dinner and family around the table. But as 
good as all that may be, it isn't nearly as good as the 
Real Christmas.  The Real Christmas message is this: 
God has sent a Savior for you - to save you from your 
sins and to help you in this life -- to lift your burden and 
ease your fears. A Savior who is Christ the Lord -- God 
himself! 
 
The world is gripped by fear. But fear's hold has been 
broken in those of us who believe the angel's words: 
 
"Fear not ... for a Savior is born to you -- Christ the Lord!"

FROM THE SHELVES 
 

The Library Committee will begin putting new books 
on the shelves in the next couple of months.  In            
December, the book display will have books         
pertaining to Advent and Christmas.  Please take 
time to look at the display and check out some of 
the books.  

Most people understand that high triglyceride levels 
increase your risk for coronary artery disease and 
heart attacks.  A new study showed that the         
percentage of adults over age 60 with high       
triglycerides (over 200mg/dL) has tripled over the 
last 30 years.   
 
The good news is that it is possible to decrease 
triglyceride levels by as much as 20 % simply by 
lowering certain carbohydrates, such as those found 
in soft drinks, fruit drinks, baked goods, and pastas 
and bread made from refined white flour.  Substitute 
lean protein such as fish, turkey, and chicken,    
vegetables and fruits that are higher in fiber, beans, 
and breads and pastas made from whole grains. 
 
Try to incorporate these changes in your diet now, 
and improve your health.  When planning holiday 
menus, think about a fruit, yogurt, and granola     

parfait instead of cheesecake or pie, or a veggie dip 
instead of other less healthy appetizers.  Use brown 
rice instead of white or whole grain pastas.  Also, it 
is important to exercise regularly and to increase 
your consumption of fruits and vegetables. 
 
Colorful fruits and vegetables contain Beta Carotene 
and other antioxidants, including lycopene,           
selenium, Vitamins E, A, C, and lutein.  These      
substances are known to fight free radicals which 
cause cell damage and have a role in heart disease, 
cancer, and other diseases.  Antioxidants also help 
protect against age related diseases of the eye such 
as macular degeneration and cataracts.

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Sign up for flowers will happen on the flower chart 
on the bulletin board in the narthex.  Orders for    
flowers will be placed the beginning of the 4th week 
preceding the month they are needed.  Late orders 
need to be taken care of through the church office/
flower chairman.  
The floral chairman will contract one florist for the 
flowers in the vases.  This will help prevent loss of 
flower vase liners.  
Flower stands behind the altar will only hold flowers 
from this florist and the flowers on these stands will 
be in the church vases.  Flowers ordered for these 
vases will be the florist’s contracted price.  
Pastor requests NO flowers be put on the altar.  
Other arrangements will be displayed on the bell 
cabinet.  If more than four (4) arrangements are    
ordered for a Sunday (two for vases and two other 
arrangements), or if perhaps we have more         
arrangements since some might be left from a     
funeral or wedding, then these arrangements will be 
divided between the bell cabinet, stands or the floor 
and the narthex (the narthex is considered worship 
space).  
If you want flowers from another florist, they will not 
be placed in the altar vases.  Please note that you 
will need to sign up for flowers on the chart,          

notifying the flower chairman of your intention AND 
you will be responsible for ordering and transporting 
the flowers that you choose.  Since the church 
doors are not always open on a Saturday, these 
flowers will need to be at the church on Friday for 
the weekend services.  
If only one arrangement is ordered for a Sunday, it 
will be placed on a flower stand behind the altar.  
The other stand will be empty.  Artificial flowers will 
not be displayed with real flowers.    
If there are no arrangements ordered for a Sunday, 
then the two identical artificial arrangements in the 
sacristy will be placed on the flower stands behind 
the altar.  These artificial arrangements can be used 
for other special ceremonies in the sanctuary.  
Flower payment is by check made out to Christ     
Lutheran with “flowers” put on the check or cash 
placed in your giving envelope and put in the         
offering plate.  
Stephen ministers will be responsible for taking 
flowers to shut-ins.  Flowers need to be taken from 
the church by the end of Tuesday of the week they 
were displayed.  
If you are taking flowers home, either bring your 
own vase or use a plastic cup that is provided.

her kindness and gentle guidance, I no longer felt 
abandoned.  She certainly helped me begin to heal 
spiritually, as well as emotionally and physically.  It 
is not unusual to feel abandoned when experiencing 
painful situations, but through the help of others, be 
they strangers, family, or friends, sometimes when 
we least expect it, we can once again feel God’s 
presence and begin to believe things can get better.  
In looking back, I realize how many of God’s         
unexpected messengers I have been privileged to 
meet along the way. 
 
The Church I attended during those difficult days did 
not have a Stephen Ministry program.  I feel this 
would have been an additional support had it been 
available.  Today, there are many resources that 
can provide information which can be helpful and 
give us perspective.  However, if you are             
experiencing a troublesome time, we have a       
wonderful resource here at Christ Lutheran in our 
Stephen Ministry program.  Our Stephen Ministers 
are men and women who have been trained to      
listen without judgment and to keep confidential all 
conversations, so we can feel free to say what is in 
our hearts and minds. 
 
Please consider having a Stephen Minister walk 
with you during this part of your journey.  Our 
Stephen Minister Leaders’ names are listed in our 
Sunday Bulletins, one of them will be happy to     
assist you. 
 
Jesus tells us “I am with you always.”  Perhaps 
those unexpected God moments are just His way of 
reminding us of His presence. 

I have heard your prayers and seen your tears, I will heal 
you.”

I do not mean to discount family and 
friends during times of crisis, but I guess I expected 
those who love me to be supportive and, for the 
most part, they were. 
 
I was not expecting this kind of love and               
understanding from strangers.  They were men and 
women who were willing to share their own           
experiences, strengths, and hopes.  Although many 
were experiencing major life changes and had no 
way of knowing how they would be resolved from 
day to day, they talked of how God was working in 
their lives.  There was a special lady who became 
my mentor and we met on a regular basis.
