Hopeful Waiting 
 
Reports said today that there are 200,000 
dead from the Haitian earthquake. 
 
The announcer on the radio said many of 
the dead are "waiting by the side of the 
road” to be picked up and carried to mass 
graves. 
 
But is it possible for those who are dead to wait? 
 
I know that the Haitians speak French but in      
Spanish, the root esperar  is the same for both wait, 
and hope. This would seem to indicate that one 
must be alive to wait. 
 
One who is dead no longer hopes, and no longer is 
waiting for anything. 
 
And there are certainly many of the living waiting in 
Haiti as well as in this country, holding their     
breath . . .  someplace between life and death . . . 
zombie-like . . . for word of loved ones caught in this 
terrible disaster. 
 
According to some estimates, there may be a 
greater loss of American life in this tragedy than in 
the Katrina Hurricane or the 9/11 terrorist attack. 
Our fellow countrymen who are now missing there 
were not on vacation.  Most would have been there 
to engage in acts of compassionate service to the 

poor of Haiti. These are U.N. workers, 
missionaries, etc. 
 
Many here, as well as there, wait for 
word of their loved ones’ fate.   
 
And many of the rest of us wait for in-
sight into how this tragic event relates to 

our faith in a God of love and compassion who is 
also a God who acts in  history and through such 
events to reveal Himself to humanity. 
 
So while we certainly want to give as best we can 
to the costs of rescuing those who can be rescued 
and rebuilding this beleaguered nation, we too are 
waiting, and hoping and praying.  
 
As we enter the penitential season of Lent this 
month, may our own waiting be filled with a living 
hope rooted in the suffering, death, and resurrected 
power of Jesus Christ, whose mysterious presence 
in such moments provides solace and healing to 
the broken and grieving people of Haiti and in our 
own times of trial as well.
